Old Business

A. Lisa Van Wormer Fraud Case
a. SCALE has made several unsuccessful attempts to get the evidence from Mark Menz who performed the initial investigation on the case.  Obtaining the evidence is a critical first step in moving forward on the Criminal Case.
V.
New Business

A. Programs To Support The Membership
a. Kurt Howard with ORBA Financial Management has been consulted in order to put together a financial package to benefit the SCALE membership.  ORBA provides financial and investment services.  By partnering with ORBA, SCALE should be able to make its excess funds more productive.  This enhanced earning power could then be directed to the membership in the form of benefits.
B. Park Ranger Issues
a. Sheriff McGinness was contacted by Caryn and he believes that folding the Park Rangers into the Sheriff’s Department is a good idea.  Unfortunately, he could not save the jobs that have already been lost.  He believes that restoring Park Ranges over patrol officers would not be politically advantageous.

b. If Park Rangers were converted to Sheriff’s Deputies, POST would require the Park Rangers to pass physical, medical, and psychological tests.  SCALE might be able to challenge this because the job classes are essentially the same.  The conversion could be accomplished through attrition, since the Sheriff is in favor of current Park Rangers being able to stay with their current assignments until they retire.  This could move forward if a majority of the bargaining unit agrees or the County elects to convert the Park Rangers into Sheriff Deputies.
C. Coroner Investigators

a. Sheriff McGinness has expressed interest in folding the Coroner’s Office into the Sheriff’s Department.  Although there was some initial interest from the Coroner, he has had a change of heart and is now opposed to this.  If converted to Sheriff’s Deputies, the Deputy Coroners would face many of the same challenges that are faced by the Park Rangers.

D. 2011 Contract Negotiations

a. All of the SCALE representatives were instructed to have meetings with their membership to discuss any concerns or requests regarding any new contract.  The membership should also be thinking about any contract enhancements that would not involve a financial burden for the County.  As an added incentive to attend these meetings, the SCALE board has authorized a reimbursement of up to $15 per person to cover the cost of food and refreshments.  The representatives should have members RSVP for the meeting, get a head count and supply SCALE with the total number of people in order to obtain an advance on the cost of the meeting.  Otherwise, the representatives can obtain a reimbursement by supplying receipts.

SCALE has not received an official notice but Caryn is in possession of an e-mail confirming the exempt status of the Peace Officers in SCALE.  After receiving the e-mail notification, Caryn drafted a response that memorialized the agreement.
